Relays and Teams Valuation:

Teams will be pre-arranged according to main age categories 30+ and 60+.
Valuation only with a min. of 3 teams for men and min. of 2 teams for women.
Starters can chose a lower age group under reduction of bonus (HC) points,
however have to keep this age group for individual valuation.

Relay competitors (men and mixed) must register their teams upfront (upon
registration deadline). Competitors 60+ are allowed for participation at relay
competition 30+ by reduction of their handicap points to HC 59.

For individual competitions these competitors however can start in their actual
age group.
