The Qualification System

Dear Presidents, dear Secretary Generals,

UIPM is approaching the 2014 World Youth A Championships in Budapest and, thus, the last competition that will count for qualification for the 2nd Youth Olympic Games 2014 in Nanjing, People’s Republic of China. The first eight athletes that have not already been qualified at the continental qualification competitions will be qualified. Just to use one example. From the African qualification competitions, both, a male and a female athlete have qualified. Assuming that the male athlete ends on 8th place at the World Youth A Championships and a French athlete will end on 9th place, the French athlete, in case that he has not already qualified at the European Championships, will be considered qualified instead. It has already been communicated that China wants to use the host country places (1 male and 1 female).
Once the results of the World Youth A Championships will have been integrated, the remaining 4 places per gender, therefore, will be assigned according to the Youth A Olympic Pentathlon Ranking as of 1 June 2014. The first 4 athletes per gender, that have not already been qualified at the continental championships and that have not already been qualified at the World Youth A Championships will be considered as qualified. China will neither count for Asia/Oceania, nor will it count for the World Youth A Championships. China will be dealt with separately.
The YOG Tripartite Commission has the authority to assign two male and two female universality places in collaboration with the UIPM and under conditions that the technical level will allow so. Formally, these athletes will not need to be qualified, but the YOG Tripartite Commission and the UIPM must hold that the technical level, nevertheless, allows for their inclusion.

By 12 June 2014, the UIPM will confirm to the NOCs the list of qualified athletes. Depending on the results of the Youth A World Championships and standing of the Youth A Olympic Pentathlon Ranking  as of 1 June 2014, this list can contain more than one qualified athlete per gender per NOC. The NOCs will inform the UIPM by 26 June 2014, whether they will choose their one qualified athlete male and/or female. If a NOC will have more than 1 athlete male and/or female qualified, it will inform the UIPM whom of its qualified athletes it will enter for the YOG 2014. 

Following to this information the reallocation process will start. It will depend on the choice of the respective NOCs, how the reallocation will take place. One example shall help to describe the reallocation system: Assuming that Russia for the men will have one athlete qualified at the European Championships, one other athlete at the Youth A World Championships and one third athlete through the Youth A Olympic Pentathlon Ranking, the Russian NOC might inform the UIPM that they will use their place from the Youth A Olympic Pentathlon Ranking. If this will be the case, the Russian qualified from the European Championships will not count and his place will go to the next best placed athlete according to the results list of the European Championships from any European Federation/NOC that has not yet any qualified male athlete. The Russian qualified from the 2014 Youth A World Championships will not count and his place will go to the next best placed athlete according to the results of these World Championships from any Federation/NOC that has not yet any qualified athlete. 
There is also the possibility that a NOC having just one qualified athlete will inform the UIPM that it will not use this place. In this case it will also depend on where and how this athlete has qualified. His/her place goes then to the next best ranked athlete from a Federation/NOC which has not yet any qualified athlete of this gender respectively. The reallocation process will end on 8 July 2014.
Let us keep the fingers crossed for all your athletes.
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
